The National Collegiate Fencing Championships were es­

tablished in 1941 as one of the regular National Collegiate 
Championship events conducted by the NCAA. 

This action resulted from a survey conducted by the 
NCAA Fencing Rules Committee to determine the interest 
in collegiate fencing and the possibilities of conducting a 
national championship e;,ent in the sport. 

The first Championships were held March 29, 1941, at 
Ohio State University, with a total of 19 colleges and uni­
versities and 76 individual contestants entered. 

The Championships have been held annually with the 
exception of the war years, 1943-46, and nine institutions 
have been able to win outright or share team titles during 
the nine years of the tournament. Sixteen institutions have 
shared the 27 individual championships awarded over that 
span.

Only two persons have been able to repeat as individual champions in 

the National Collegiate Fencing Championships. Alex Treves, Rutgers 
University, won the saber event in 1949 and 1950 and Robert Nielsen, 
Columbia University, won the foil in 1950 and 1951. 

Return of the 1954 National Collegiate Fencing Championships to the 
University of Chicago marked the first time that the event has been held 
at an institution more than once. Chicago was host in 1947. The other 
eight Championships have been held on different campuses. 

Eastern institutions dominated the team race of the National Collegiate 
Fencing Championships with resumption of the Championships follow­
ing World War II. Northwestern and Ohio State Universities won the first 
two team championships before war forced cancellation of the event, but 
the East has won the eight team titles awarded since 1947. 

N.Y.U.'s Abraham Balk is the only fencer to win two National Collegi­
ate individual titles in a single year-and likely will hold that distinc­
tion until the rules for the Championships are changed. Balk won the 
foil and epee events in the 1947 National Collegiate F encing Champion­
ships. Two years later, the rules were altered to limit participants to 
competition in one weapon only. 
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Cllamplonslllp History 
The National Collegiate Fencing Championships were es­

tablished in 1941 as one of the regular Championship events 
conducted by the NCAA. 

This action resulted from a survey conducted by the 
NCAA Fencing Rules Committee to determine the interest 
in collegiate fencing and the possibilities of conducting a 
national championship event in the sport. 

The first Championships were held March 29, 1941, at 
Ohio State University, with a total of 19 colleges and uni­
versities and 76 individual contestants entered. 

The Championships have been held annually with the 
exception of the war years, 1943-46, and nine institutions 
have been able to win outright or share team titles during 
the 11 years of the tournament. Seventeen institutions have 
shared the 33 individual championships awarded over that 
span.

Seven of the 11 National Collegiate Fencing Championships team titles 
have been settled with two points or less separating the national cham­
pion and runner-up. The most hotly-contested finish was 1942, when Ohio 
State edged St. John's by one-half point for the title. Two others have 
been settled by one-point margins. 

Columbia University has had a team entry in the past seven National 
Collegiate Fencing Championships, and has won national team titles in 
four of the past five. 

No institution has been able to make a clean sweep of the three indi­
vidual titles contested in the National Collegiate Fencing Championships 
though five teams have won a pair over the 11-year history of the event.

Bruce Davis, Wayne State, became the third man in National Collegiate 
Fencing Championships history to win two successive titles when he re­
peated as foils champion in 1958. Others are: Robert Nielsen, Columbia, 
foi.l in 1950 and 1951, and Alex Treves, Rutgers, saber in 1949 and 1950. 

Columbia has been National Collegiate fencing champion or runner­
up seven of the past eight National Collegiate Fencing Championships 
and placed fourth the other year. The Lions won the title in 1951, 1952, 
1954 and 1955, and have placed second the past three years. 

Nine of the 14 National Collegiate Fencing Championships have been 
settled with two points or less separating the national champion and 
runner-up. The most hotly-contested finish was 1942, when Ohio State 
edged St. John's for the title by one-half point. Three others have been 
decided by a one-point margin. 

N.Y.U.'s Abraham Balk is the only fencer to win two National Col­
legiate titles in a single year-and will hold that distinction until the 
rules for the Championships are changed. Balk won the foil and epee 
events in the 1957 National Collegiate Fencing Championships. Two years 
later, the rules were altered to limit participants to competition in one 
weapon 0nly. 
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Cllamplonslllp Hlsto1y 
The National Collegia te Fencing Championships w ere es­

tablished in 1941 as one of the regular Championship evenh, 
conducted by the NCAA. 

This action resulted from a survey conducted by the 
NCAA Fencing Rules Committee to determine the interest 
in collegiate fencing and the possibilities of conducting a 
national championship event in the sport. 

The first Championships were held March 29, 1941, at 
Ohio State University, with a total of 19 colleges and uni­
versities and 76 individual contestants entered. 

The Championships have been held annually with the 
exception of the war years, 1943-46, and 10 institutions 
have been able to win outright or share team titles during 
the 15 years of the tournament. Seventeen institutions have 
shared the 45 individual championships awarded over that 
span.

Navy is the only team in the 15-year history of the National Collegiate 
F encing Championships to win all three individual titles. The Midshipmen 
did it in 1959, as Roland Wommack won the epee, Joe Paletta the foil 

and Al Morales the saber events. 

A total of 1,023 individual bouts were contested in the 1959 National 
Collegiate Fencing Championships to decide the team winner and three 
individual champions. 

Wayne State's Bruce Davis lost only three of 44 bouts in winning the 
1957 and 1958 National Collegiate foils championship. Trying for a record 
third title at the 1959 National Collegiate Fencing Championships at Navy, 
Davis lost three in his first day of competition and finished third in the 
final competition. 

Roland Wommack of Navy established a first in National Collegiate 
Fencing Championships history by repeating as epee champion in the 
1959 tournament. While competitors had been successful in defending 
saber and foils titles, this was the first time such was achieved in the epee 
event.

Cllamplonslllp History 
The National Collegiate Fencing Championships were es­

tablished in 1941 as one of the regular Championship events 
conducted by the NCAA. 

This action resulted from a survey conducted by the 
NCAA Fencing Rules Committee to determine the interest 
in collegiate fencing and the possibilities of conducting a 
national championship event in the sport. 

The first Championships were held March 29, 1941, at 
Ohio State University, with a total of 19 colleges and uni­
versities and 76 individual contestants entered. 

The Championships have been held annually with the 
exception of the war years, 1943-46, and 10 institutions 
have been able to win outright or share team titles during 
the 16 years of the tournament. Seventeen institutions have 
shared the 48 individual championships awarded over that 
span.

N.Y.U. fencers won all three individual championships and the team title 
in the 1960 National Collegiate Fencing Championships, scoring only the 
second such sweep in the 16-year history of the event. Navy accomplished 
the feat in 1959. 

N .Y.U.'s three individual titles in the 1960 National Collegiate Fencing 
Championships were won by a pair of veterans and a newcomer. Mike 
Dasaro and Gene Glazer won the 1960 national foil and saber title after 
placing second in 1959; Gil Eisner won the national epee title on his first 
appearance in National Collegiate competition. 

The 1961 National Collegiate Fencing Championships will be held March 
24-25 at Princeton University, Princeton, N. J., marking only the second 
time a National Collegiate meet has been held at that institution. The 1952 
Swimming Championships were also held at Princeton. 

National Collegiate Fencing Championships competition in each weapon 
class consists of a complete round robin. The fencer winning the most 
bouts is declared the individual champion and the team winner is deter­
mined by the number of bouts won. 
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Cllamplonslllp Hlsto1y 
The National Collegiate Fencing Championships were es­

tablished in 1941 as one of the regular Championship events 
conducted by the NCAA. 

This action resulted from a survey conducted by the 
NCAA Fencing Rules Committee to determine the interest 
in collegiate fencing and the possibilities of conducting a 
national championship event in the sport. 

The first Championships were held March 29, 1941, at 
Ohio State University, with a total of 19 colleges and uni­
versities and 76 individual contestants entered. 

The Championships have been held annually with the 
exception of the war years, 1943-46, and 10 institutions 
have been able to win outright or share team titles during 
the 17 years of the tournament. Seventeen institutions have 
shared the 51 individual championships awarded over that 
span.

The National Collegiate Fencing Championships were es­

tablished in 1941 as one of the regular Championship events 
conducted by the NCAA. 

This action resulted from a survey conducted by the 
NCAA Fencing Rules Committee to determine the interest 
in collegiate fencing and the possibilities of conducting a 
national championship event in the sport. 

The first Championships were held March 29, 1941, at 
Ohio State University, with a total of 19 colleges and uni­
versities and 76 individual contestants entered. 

The Championships have been held annually with the 
exception of the war years, 1943-46, and 11 institutions 
have been able to win outright or share team titles during 
the 18 years of the tournament. Seventeen institutions have 
shared the 54 individual championships awarded over that 
span.

The first Championships were held March 29, 1941, at 
Ohio State University, with a total of 19 colleges and uni­
versities and 76 individual contestants entered. 

The Championships have been held annually with the ex­
ception of the war years, 1943-46, and 10 institutions have 
been able to win outright or share team titles during the 19 
years of the tournament. Seventeen institutions have shared 
the 57 individual championships awarded over that span.

tablished in 1941 as one of the regular Championship events 
conducted by the NCAA. 

This action resulted from a survey conducted by the 
NCAA Fencing Rules Committee to determine the interest 
in collegiate fencing and the possibilities of conducting a 
national championship event in the sport. 

The first Championships were held March 29, 1941, at 
Ohio State University, with a total of 19 colleges and uni­
versities and 76 individual contestants entered. 

The Championships have been held annually with the ex­
ception of the war years, 1943-46, and 11 institutions have 
been able to win outright or share team titles during the 20 
years of the tournament. Seventeen institutions have shared 
the 60 in dividual championships awarded over that span.

This action resulted from a survey conducted by the 
NCAA Fencing Rules Committee to determine the interest 
in collegiate fencing and the possibilities of conducting a 
national championship event in the sport. 

The first Championships were held March 29, 1941, at 
Ohio State University, with a total of 19 colleges and uni­
versities and 76 individual contestants entered. 

The Championships have been held annually with the ex­
ception of the war years, 1943-46, and 11 institutions have 
been able to win outright or share team titles during the 21 
years of the tournament. Seventeen institutions have shared 
the 63 individual championships awarded over that span.

championship and Bjorne Vaggo added a title in 
epee to lead the University of Notre Dame to 
victory in the 1978 National Collegiate Fencing 
Championships; held March 16-18. 

Pat Gerard was upset in a fence-off by Wayne 
State's Ernest Simon. 

The Irish, who tied New York University for 
first place last year and won the title in a 
fence-off, totaled 121 points this time to Penn­
sylvania's llO. 

Sullivan, who was awarded the Michigan 
State Memorial Trophy for the third consecu­
tive year (all-around excellence in the event) 
was the only unbeaten fencer in the finals, with 
a mark of 23-0. 

Other trophy-winners were foilist Mark 
Smith of the Massachusetts Institute of Tech­
nology (Illinois Memorial) and epee performer 
Bruce Hanson of Pennsylvania (Cornell-Prince­
ton Memorial). 

The ll-point margin was the biggest spread 
since Penn's 54-43 win over Harvard in 1969.

Wayne State's Yuri Rabinovich bested two­

time sabre champ Mike Su llivan of Notre 
Dame, and the Tartars took away Notre Dame's 
team title in the 1979 National Collegiate Fenc­
ing Championships, March 22-24. 

Rabinovich regained the crown he had last 
won in 1976 as one of three Wayne State fencers 
to place in the competition. 

Gil Pezza finished second in epee for Wayne 
State, and Ernest Simon took t hird -p lace 
honors in foil. 

Simon was dethroned as foil champ by Notre 
Dame's Andrew Bonk. 

In a ll, the Tartars totaled 119 points to Notre 
Dame's 108. The Irish did manage to hold off 
Penn State (107) and Princeton (104) for second 

place, though. 
Bonk and Sullivan were the on ly Irish fencers 

to finish in the top six. 
In addition to the individual title won by 

Bonk, he captured the Illinois Memorial 
Trophy, awarded to the foil participant with top 
all-around excellence. 

Other trophy winners were sabre competitor 
Robert Reed of Army (Michigan State Memori­
al) and Cleveland State's Carlo Songini, who 
took home the Princeton-Cornell Memorial 
Trophy as well as the indi vidua l epee t itle.

Red Storm Snaps Penn State’s Streak: Led by one-two finishes in a pair of weapons, St. John’s
(New York) won its first championship March 22-25 at Wisconsin-Parkside.
The Red Storm collected 180 points for an eight-point victory over runner-up and six-time defending
champion Penn State.  Notre Dame had a five-year run of second-place finishes snapped after fin-
ishing third with 153 points.
St. John’s (New York) was led by Ivan Lee and Keeth Smart in the men’s sabre.  Smart won 22 of 23
bouts to finish first during the round-robin portion of the event. Lee captured 20 of 23 to place second.
Both Red Storm athletes won their semifinal bouts, and Lee won the gold medal with a 15-13 defeat
of Smart in the final.
Emese Takács and Arlene Stevens claimed the top two spots in the women’s epée for St. John’s 
(New York).  Takacs was third and Stevens fourth in the round-robin, and the two combined 
to score 31 points.
In the semifinals, Stevens edged round-robin winner Stephanie Eim of Penn State 15-14, and Takács
beat Northwestern’s Kate Rudkin 15-7.  In the second all-Red Storm final of the championship, Takács
defeated her teammate 15-13.

2002 Championships

Nittany Lions Land in First: Penn State rallied from a six-point deficit midway through the champi-
onships to return to the top spot March 21-24 at Drew.
The Nittany Lions compiled 195 points in winning again after claiming six straight titles from 1995
through 2000. Defending champion St. John’s (New York) was second with 190 points, followed by
Notre Dame with 186.
Nonpatat Panchan and Alex Weber spurred Penn State’s rally. The St. John’s women scored 100
points during the first two days to give the Red Storm a three-point advantage over Notre Dame and
the six-point lead over Penn State.
Panchan won 21 of a possible 23 round-robin bouts in the men’s foil, and Weber recorded 20 vic-
tories in the men’s sabre. A team receives one point for each win in round-robin action recorded by
one of its fencers.
Panchan went on to win the foil, defeating Steve Gerberman of Stanford, 15-6, in the semifinals, and
Jonathan Tiomkin of St. John’s, 15-13, in the finals.
Stephanie Eim was the leading Penn State woman, as she won all 23 of her round-robin bouts in
epée.
Ivan Lee and Árpád Horváth both won weapon titles for St. John’s. Lee repeated as the men’s sabre
champion and Horváth claimed the men’s epée.
Sada Jacobson of Yale joined Lee as a two-time individual winner as she won her second consecu-
tive women’s sabre crown.

Ohio State Claims 97 Bouts Per Gender to Capture First Crown: Ohio State won its
first National Collegiate Men's and Women's Fencing Championships team title, outscoring sec-
ond-place Penn State by 34 points March 25-28 at Brandeis' Gosman Athletic Center. 
The Buckeyes improved on last year's fourth-place finish in the championships with 194 points,
while Penn State retained the runner-up status it earned at last year's event, scoring 160. Rounding
out the top five were Notre Dame, St. John's (New York) and Columbia-Barnard. 
Ohio State posted the second-highest team score in the five years the championships have featured
six weapons. The Buckeyes won 97 bouts in both the men's and women's competition. 
Penn State has either won or placed second in every championship since the event was introduced
in 1990. 
In individual events, Ohio State's Adam Crompton defended his 2003 sabre crown, defeating
Sergey Isayenko from St. John's, 15-14, in the title bout. Benjamin Igoe of Rutgers finished third. 
Ohio State also was victorious in men's foil, with Boaz Ellis defeating Yale's Cory Werk, 15-8. Nitai
Kfir of St. John's finished third. In men's épée, St. John's took the top two spots with Arpad Horvath
and Benjamin Bratton finishing first and second, respectively. Horvath defeated Bratton 15-7 in the
final. Michal Sobieraj of Notre Dame rounded out the top three. 
On the women's side, Notre Dame was dominant, winning two of the events and placing second
in the third. Valerie Providenza of Notre Dame won the women's sabre, defeating Penn State's
Sophia Hiss, 15-8. Louise Bond-Williams of Ohio State place third in the event. 
Alicja Kryczalo and Andrea Ament, both of Notre Dame, finished first and second, respectively, in
the foil, with Kryczalo defeating Ament, 15-7. Ohio State's Hanna Thomson finished third. 
In the épée, Anna Garina of Wayne State (Michigan) defeated Notre Dame's Kerry Walton, 15-
10, to win the event. Anne Kercsmar of Duke finished third.

Highlights
Penn State Rallies on Final Day To Claim Second Straight National Championship:  Whether measured in years or decades, Penn State is once again a repeat fencing 
champion.
The Nittany Lions continued their 20-year mastery of the sport March 28, drawing away on the final day of the men’s competition at Harvard’s Gordon Indoor Track Center 
to secure back-to-back NCAA team championships and their 12th national championship overall, dating back to 1990.
Penn State collected 191 victories over the four-day tournament, pulling away from St. John’s (NY) (182) and Notre Dame (180) to become the first repeat fencing champi-
ons since the program, led by coach Emmanuil G. Kaidanov, won six titles in a row from 1995 to 2000.
“This particular team is very ambitious,” Kaidanov said. “Repeating now is almost impossible. Before we started this competition, we were not the favorites, but they rose 
to the occasion.”
Penn State, which has now won three of the past four championships and four overall in the decade, also won back-to-back titles in 1990 and ‘91, the first two years the 
NCAA awarded combined men’s and women’s team titles.
“It means so much more because everyone on this team are my best friends,” said Penn State senior Anastasia Ferdman, who won the 2009 women’s epee title. “To have 
the team win for a third time, I’m just really happy. It’s always nice to make history. This time, back-to-back, is motivation to keep going. I hope they win again next year. I 
know we have the skill to win.”
The Nittany Lions clinched the team title during the seventh and final round of the men’s foil competition after St. John’s enjoyed the overall team lead after each of the 
first three days of competition.
But, while the Lions enjoyed the overall title and just one individual champion (Margherita Guzzi Vincenti in women’s sabre), St. John’s (NY) was rewarded with men’s indi-
vidual championships in sabre and epee.
Sophomore Daryl Homer, who lost the 2009 sabre title bout by one touch to Penn State’s Aleksander Ochocki, defeated another Nittany Lion, Daniel Bak, 15-10. Homer, 
from the Bronx, New York, trailed 7-5 before rallying for seven of the next eight touches to take control of the match.
“I definitely wanted to make sure this time the score wasn’t going to be 14-14,” Homer said. “This time, I wanted to make sure I stayed focused throughout the whole 
bout.”
In epee, fellow St. John’s sophomore Marat Israelian of Ashkelon, Israel, outlasted a fierce challenge from Peter French of the Air Force, scoring the final three touches in the 
final 10 seconds of the three-round bout for a 14-10 victory.
Israelian had led 11-7 with the final three-minute period ticking under 60 seconds when French scored touches with 56, 44 and 28 seconds left to close to11-10. But Israel-
ian stopped French’s momentum with a touch with six seconds left to go ahead, 12-10, then added two more touches to seal the title.
“Of course, it’s very satisfying to win as individuals, but we have a lot of teammates that are back home and to win as a team, I would have appreciated it much more,” Israel-
ian said. “We’re supporting 30 guys and girls back home and representing our university. So I think if we would have won as a team, I’d have been much happier.”
Slava Zingerman, of Wayne St. (MI), who was attempting to become the first male competitor to win four consecutive individual epee titles, failed to qualify for the semifi-
nals, finishing seventh overall after the seven preliminary rounds, two victories shy of the top four.
In foil, Notre Dame sophomore Gerek Meinhardt scored the final five touches in a 15-9 victory for his first national championship. Meinhardt, a San Francisco native and the 
youngest Olympian in U.S. history, joined Homer as a 2009 runner-up who lost, 15-14, only to capture gold this year.
“(Last year) did serve as motivation,” Meinhardt said. “I learned a lot from it. If it did get to 14-14, I would have been more ready, but thankfully I was able to keep it from 
getting that close.”
